Our admission for exchange program Fall 2018 (Aug.-Dec.) is now open.

Regarding the material and application procedure, please find below.

1) Home university nominate the applicants to Thammasat by providing

     - Nomination letter issued from Home university
     - Completed application form (student can fill the form out by typing, then print it out and let his/her coordinator sign on the last page with university stamp)*important
     - Transcript (If GPA is not scale 4.0, please convert to 4.0 scale)
     - TOEFL/IELTS score sheet (no need for native English speakers)
     - Recommendation letter (issued by the professor/teacher who knows the student well)
     - Copy of passport (valid until the end of exchange period)
     - 4 Photos

2) Once we receive all documents (you are required to send soft file [.pdf] by e-mail and hard copies by post),then we will make the initial assessment. If everything is completed, we will nominate the applicants to the Faculty/Program that the applicants would select.

3) Faculty/Program will put the applicants to selection process. (This process takes 3-4 weeks after the application deadline).

4) If the student will be selected. Thammasat University will provide you

    - Confirmation letter (This letter is for Home university for confirming that TU accept your student).
    - Letter of Acceptance (This letter is for student for applying the visa). **If any student wants an extra document such as the letter addressed to the embassy, please let me know.

 
Note : Course Offering is use for guideline in the study plan and determine the Faculty/Program that student will be assigned to. The student are requested to select at least 3 courses from the Faculty/Program that he/she would like to study at TU.
